DIVISIONS: Junior — freshmen and sophomores
Senior — juniors and seniors

CATEGORIES: Personal Narrative — Junior and Senior Divisions
Short Story — Junior and Senior Divisions
Poetry — Junior and Senior Divisions
Challenge — Senior Division ONLY (This category is explained
on a separate page.)
RULES:

Each school may submit only three entries per division and category.

9. The CHALLENGE CATEGORY may be a team effort but may have NO more than

two people per team.

3. The PERSONAL NARRATIVE is about a personal experience or personal

reflection written in first person with a maximum of five pages.

4. The SHORT STORY is of no fewer than three pages and no more than ten pages.

5. POETRY consists of one poem with a maximum of 100 lines and may be arranges
and typed according to the poet’s desires.

6. The PERSONAL NARRATIVE and SHORT STORY are to be double spaced.

7. The student’s school is NOT to be identified in the text.

8. Neither bold nor italics may be used for the general text. However, they are

permitted for effect or emphasis within the context of the writing.

9. The title must be included on the first page of the manuscript.

10. Each entry should have the pages numbered with no name next to the page number.

11. If the manuscript has multiple pages, staple the pages together for each copy.

12. Four copies of each manuscript must be submitted, or the manuscript will not be
considered. Each manuscript should be typed on 8 4” x 117 paper using 12 point
Times New Roman font.

13. One cover page will suffice for all four copies. Please paper clip the cover page to
the four copies.

14. The cover page should have the following information:

a. Contestant’s name )

b. Manuscript title

d. Category
e. Division
